Funding: The Law on National Defence Financing
determines the size of the defence budget.
According to the above mentioned law, Latvia has
undertaken to guarantee 2% of gross domestic
product for national defence, security and
integration into NATO by 2008 and in consecutive
years. The funding allocated for the state budgetary
program National Defence, Security and Integration
into NATO, which also includes funding for the
MoD, enables continued reinforcement of national
security, modernization of the NAF and meeting
NATO integration requirements.

The MoD visual identity: The logotype was
adopted in 1919 and reflects the MoD’s tasks. The
design of the logotype is based on the first Latvian
national coat of arms. The arrangement of colours
and shapes used in the logotype associatively
reflects defeats and victories in struggles for
freedom, and the images of the flag and stars
represent Latvia.

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The Ministry of Defence: is the central institution
for state defence administration and is directly
subordinated to the Minister of Defence.

Origins: The Ministry of Defence (MoD) was established
in November 1991 on the basis of the Public Security
Department, founded in January 1991. A Border Control
Division with almost 1,000 soldiers, the Zemessardze
(National Guard) of approximately 10,000 guardsmen,
four border guard training centres as well as the State
Service Administrations in Latvian regions and cities,
became directly subordinated to the MoD.

Primary mission: to secure national independence
and territorial indivisibility and ensure the safety of
Latvia’s citizens.

The MoD’s functions are:
to develop national defence policy;
to organize and coordinate national defence policy
implementation;
to organize and coordinate national geodesy,
cartography and geospatial information policy
implementation;
to organize and coordinate national military
education and military research  policy
implementation;
to perform other functions prescribed by laws and
regulations.

Administration: the Minister of Defence manages
the MoD; the Minister is politically accountable to
Parliament and the Prime Minister. The Minister is an
immediate superior to the Parliamentary Secretary
and the State Secretary. The Parliamentary Secretary
ensures liaison between the Minister and Parliament;
the State Secretary, being the highest MoD civil servant,
manages the MoD and ensures the performance of its
functions.

Personnel: four under secretaries of state, ten
department directors and 46 section heads (including
21 heads of independent sections) are responsible for
MoD administrative management. As of July 1, 2008,
the MoD personnel of 238 people consisted of 153
civil servants, 66 employees and 19 military personnel;
35 MoD officials were employed in diplomatic service
performing their duties as Latvian defence system
representatives and defence attachés in 36 countries.

Subordinated institutions:

The Minister of Defence exercises civil control
over the National Armed Forces (NAF); the NAF
Commander is subordinated to the Minister. As of
July 1, 2008, the NAF personnel consisted of 5,052
soldiers, 10,642 guardsmen and 1,380 civil and
military contract personnel;

The Jaunsardze (Youth Guard) Centre — organises
and provides youth with national defence education

and promotes their civil awareness and patriotism;
The State Agency for Defence Property — manages
real estate used by the MoD, its subordinate
institutions and NAF units; the Agency arranges
necessary procurement for the MoD and NAF
units.

The Latvian War Museum - collects, preserves,
researches, exhibits and popularizes materials and
information related to Latvian military and political
history;

The State Agency Tévijas sargs (Guard of the
Fatherland) - provides national defence policy
information and services to state and municipal
institutions, individuals and legal entities;

Latvian Geospatial Information Agency -
implements national geodesy, cartography and
geospatial information policy;

Military Intelligence Service — performs military
intelligence and counterintelligence operations.
