We have comments regarding submitting permit and/or licence for commercial activities with goods mentioned in the Common Military List of the European Union in section ML 9c.

ML9c refers to:
	
	Underwater detection devices, specially designed for military use, controls therefor and components therefor specially designed for military use.


We have a certificate for underwater vehicles as we would propose for this project, issued by [..], but the classification is 9.a and not 9.c as requested.

9.a refers to:

	Vessels and components, as follows:

Vessels (surface or underwater) specially designed or modified for military use, regardless of current state of repair or operating condition, and whether or not they contain weapon delivery systems or armour, and hulls or parts of hulls for such vessels, and components therefor specially designed for military use;



Please confirm is our certificate ML9.a will be eligible, and so that we don’t have to ask for another certificate ML9.c from [..].

1. Atbilde / Answer:

According to Clause 3.6. of the Regulations of Negotiated Procedure the Candidate must submit an attested copy of special permits and/or licences for commercial activities with goods mentioned in ML 9c of the Common Military List of the European Union. 

2. If the candidate have not received special permits and/or licences until the deadline for submission of Application, then in the qualification phase as an appropriate document will be considered also with a statement issued by the competent institution of Candidate`s registration country that it has received the necessary documents from the merchant for special permit receipt. But in this case, before making a decision on the Framework agreement award, it will be checked, whether the tenderer has received the required special licence. In case it will not be received, tenderer will be eliminated from the participation in the Negotiated Procedure.

We have comments regarding submitting permit and/or licence for commercial activities with goods mentioned in the Common Military List of the European Union in section ML 11 a.g.

Concerning ML11 a.g. - just wanted to get confirmation that just a ML11a)g) is requested, and not a ML11a and a ML11g:
