PARTICIPATION OF LATVIAN NATIONAL ARMED FORCES
IN INTERNATIONAL OPERATIONS, NATO AND EU FORCES

Latvia takes an active part in enhancing the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization (NATO) capabilities, participates in
NATO and European Union (EU) operations as well as
other collective security enhancement activities. This
provides Latvia with stronger security guaranties and
operational experience thereby improving Latvian
National Armed Forces interoperability with other NATO
and EU member states’ armed forces; our soldiers
receive training based on operational lessons learned
which increases their combat capabilities and improves

One of the main objectives of National Armed Forces
(NAF) units is participation in international operations
and NATO and EU forces. The decision making process
regarding participation in international operations, NAF
units’ mandates, joint military unit formation as well as
social benefits for personnel are governed by the Republic
of Latvia Law on the Participation of the Latvian National
Armed Forces in International Operations.

their ability to execute defence missions.

The following operations
are considered international
operations:

1) International peacekeeping
operations - restoring and enforcing
peace in conflict areas. Deployed
personnel cannot get involved in
military operations; self-defence being
the only exception;

2) International peace support
operations — restoring and enforcing
peace in conflict areas. Deployed
personnel can get involved in military
operations;

3) International rescue operations
— eliminating the consequences of

natural disasters with evacuation of
civilians from endangered areas or
other tasks of similar nature;

4) International humanitarian aid
operations — providing relief to
civilians who have suffered in
military operations or other extreme
emergencies;

5) International military operations —
implementing the rights of UN
member states on collective
self-defence as defined by Article 51
of the Charter of the United Nations.

NAF units participate in international operations:

— mandated by the UN and the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe
(OSCE);

— in accordance with resolutions, recommendations or requests made by international
organizations where the Republic of Latvia is a member state or a co-operation
partner;

— in accordance with requests from NATO and EU member states.

NAF unit authorities

NAF units participate in international operations under the mandate of the UN or other
international organizations or in accordance with international agreements binding for the
Republic of Latvia, its laws as well as decrees of the Saeima (Parliament), the Cabinet of
Ministers or the Minister of Defence.

The decision making on NAF unit participation in international operations
Latvian NAF units can be transferred under the control of an international organization
or another country to conduct international operations for a limited time frame only in
compliance with and under conditions defined by a Saeima decree.

The Cabinet of Ministers adopts a decision on NAF unit participation in international
rescue and international humanitarian aid operations.

Upon an emergency support request from a foreign country, the Minister of Defence can
take the decision to deploy specialized NAF units for participation in international rescue
and international humanitarian aid operations in NATO and EU member states.

NAF unit personnel in international operations

NAF regular units as well as units created for a specific operation participate in international
operations.

NAF personnel participating in international operations consist of professional contract
soldiers and military employees. The length of an international operation is no longer
than six months.

Unit personnel, prior to participation in an operation, undergo an approved training
course in Latvia or abroad.

Social benefits to NAF personnel are provided in accordance with binding international
agreements and the Republic of Latvia legislation.

431 in 2005, 310 in 2006, 343 in 2007. It is planned to deploy 394 soldiers in 2008 and
445 in 2009.

12.52 planned in 2008 for NAF participation in
international operations, including the NATO Response Force (NRF); 14.76 in 2009.
8.3 were allocated in 2007; 7.74 in 2006 and approximately 6 in 2005.
