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LATVIA'S PATH TO NATO

Latvia began building its national defence and cooperation with North Atlantic
Treaty Organisation (NATO) shortly after regaining its independence. North Atlantic
Cooperation Council, a new forum for cooperation with potential partners created on
20 December 1991, was NATQO's response to new security environment and geopolitical
context. Latvia took part in the founding session of the Council, becoming one of its
member states.

On 21 November 2002, during NATO Prague Summit Meeting of the heads of state and
government in Czech Republic, Latvia and six other candidate countries were invited to
join the Alliance. Latvia became member of the Alliance on 29 March 2004.

2024 marks the milestone of Latvia's membership in the Alliance - the 20" anniversary
since Latvia joined the most powerful military and political alliance in the world.

NATO membership is one of the greatest Latvian foreign policy achievements since
restoration of independence, giving Latvia unprecedented security assurances and
major impetus for development of military capabilities.

NATO SUMMIT IN LATVIA

Latvia was given the honour of hosting the NATO summit and top officials of Alliance's
member states in 2006. During the Riga Summit, capital of Latvia became the venue for
international security discussions focused around rebuilding security in Afghanistan,
strengthening of Alliance's partnerships and cooperation with international
organisations.

This was the first NATO summit that addressed energy security in greater detail. This
shift was caused by recent gas wars between Russia and Ukraine. During the Riga
Summit, Secretary General of NATO announced the completion of NATO's Response
Force.

Summit also paved the way for Riga Conference, which has become one of the most
prominent security forums in Northern Europe. Latvia's 20™ anniversary of membership

coincides with Alliance’'s 75" anniversary and symbolic summit will take place in
Washington, DC, USA.

NATO RESPONSE FORCE

Decision to establish NATO Response Force (NRF) was adopted by member states
during Prague Summit on 22 November 2002. NRF is a highly ready and technologically
advanced multinational force that trains for wide variety of operations. Made up of
land, air, maritime and Special Operations Forces components that the Alliance can
deploy quickly and wherever needed, they conduct joint training to reach high combat
readiness and be rapidly deployed to operations far from their permanent stations.
NRF was created as a result of transformation that happened within the Alliance,
manifesting its ability to adapt to new global security situation. Latvia joined NATO
Response Force in 2006.

NRF was declared fully operation during the 2006 Riga Summit, whereas in
2014 Alliance's defence ministers agreed to establish and pilot Very High Readiness
Joint Task Force. NATO also decided to increase its Response Force from 13,000 to
30,000 troops. Altogether, the enhanced NRF comprises around 40,000 troops.

After the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine in 2022, NATO decided to deploy NRF's
high-readiness deterrence and defence elements for the first time.

During the 2022 NATO Madrid Summit, allies approved new NATO Force Model, which
will replace NRF. It will provide a larger pool of high-readiness forces, which will be
pre-assigned to specific plans for the defence of Allies.

At the 2023 Vilnius Summit, NATO leaders approved a new generation of regional
defence plans and also agreed to establish a new multinational and multi-domain
Allied Reaction Force.

NATO'S ROLE IN BUILDING
LATVIA'S DEFENCE

Baltic Air-Policing Mission was one of the first tangible and visible manifestations of
NATQO's presence in Latvia after it became a member of the Alliance. NATO member
states take turns deploying planes to air bases at Siauliai, Lithuania and Amari, Estonia.
Baltic countries are also gradually increasing their participation in the mission by
constantly raising the intensity of host country support. Latvia has constructed its own
Air Operations Centre and continues to upgrade the military infrastructure of Lielvarde
Airfield. In 2024, Baltic Air-Policing Mission is carried out from the Lielvarde Air Base.

In order to strengthen NATQ's air defence capabilities in Baltics, more than 100 Spanish
troops are deployed to Lielvarde Air Base. Spanish contingent at Lielvarde Air Base
operates NASAMS air defence systems that provide Latvia with medium-range air
defence capability.

In July of 2016, during the NATO Warsaw Summit, in response to changes in the
international security environment, allies agreed reinforce presence of allied forces in the
Baltics and Poland in scope of enhanced Forward Presence (eFP). It was a demonstration
of Alliance’'s unity and resolve to defend NATO member states against possible
aggressions, while also strengthening its collective defence. Multinational battalion-size
battlegroup is led by Canada as the framework nation.

After the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine in 2022, NATO quickly activated its
defence plans and deployed NATO Response Force elements, while also intensifying
deterrence activities, creating four new multinational battle groups and committing to
significantly strengthen the Alliance’'s long-term deterrence and defence posture.

In 2023 Latvian and Canadian defence ministers signed the roadmap for scaling of
Canada-led NATO enhanced Forward Presence Battle Group Latvia to brigade size.
According to road map, NATO force deployed to Latvia will be gradually increased.
Sweden has also announced its intent to join NATO enhanced Forward Presence Battle
Group Latvia by deploying a combat battalion to Latvia. Latvian eFP brigade is expected
to reach full combat readiness in 2026.

Latvia is hosting over 3,500 NATO troops from 19 countries as of 2024.

PARTICIPATION IN
INTERNATIONAL
MISSIONS

Latvia contributes to strengthening of NATQ's capabilities, Alliance’'s international
operations and security building efforts. Latvia has developed professional army that
meets modern security standards and is capable of contributing to Alliance’s collective
defence and crisis management efforts.

National Armed Forces troops first joined NATO-led operations in 1996 when it sent its
troops to Bosnia and Herzegovina. Latvia has taken part in all Alliance's operations
in Balkans, Iraqg and Afghanistan. As of 2024, Latvia is part of NATO-led international
operation in Kosovo and NATO mission in Iraq where it contributes National Armed
Forces troops and commanding officers respectively.

Participation in international operations has given Latvia an opportunity to test its
compatibility with other allied forces and gain valuable operational experience vital for
professional troops. Moreover, participation in NATO-led operations has raised Latvia's
operational efficiency and political leverage in the NATO decision-making process.

NATO spéku integracijas vienibu (NATO Force Integration Unit, NFIU) Latvija izveidoja
2015. gada 1. septembri ka dalu no NATO atbildes droSibas izaicinajumiem Baltijas
regiona. LEmums par vienibas izveidi tika pienemts jau 2014. gada NATO samita Velsa.
Kopuma ir astonas NATO spéku integracijas vienibas - Latvija, Igaunija, Lietuva, Polija,
Rumanija, Bulgarija, Ungarija un Slovakija.

Pirmas pastavigas NATO spéku struktaras Latvija - NFIU - galvenais uzdevums
ir atbalstit NATO un Latviju, veicinot atru un koordinétu alianses paaugstinatas
gatavibas spéku ierasanos Latvija. Ja potenciala militara konflikta gadijuma Latvijai
batu nepieciesams NATO Reagésanas spéku atbalsts, Sis vienibas pienakums
ir nodrosinat, lai skaitliski lieli sabiedroto spéki Latvija spétu koordinéti ierasties,
organizéti izvietoties un pildit talakos uzdevumus.

Latvija izvietotaja NFIU 2024. gada ir parstavétas 13 NATO dalibvalstis - ASV, Belgija,
Danija, Kanada, Latvija, Lielbritanija, Lietuva, Niderlande, Polija, Slovakija, Spanija,
Turcija un Vacija.

NATO Force Integration Unit (NFIU) Latvia was established on 1 September 2015 in
response to new security challenges faced by the Baltics. Decision to create NFIU
Latvia was adopted during the NATO Wales Summit in 2014. NATO has eight force
integration units in total: Latvia, Estonia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Bulgaria, Hungary
and Slovakia.

Primary objective of the first permanent military unit of NATO in Latvia, the NFIU, is to
support the Alliance and Latvia in situations where rapid and coordinated deployment
of Alliance's high readiness forces to Latvia is required. If, in case of potential military
aggression, Latvia would require the support of the NATO Response Force, NFIU should
ensure coordinated arrival and deployment of a large-scale allied forces.

As of 2024, NFIU Latvia consists of 13 NATO member states: USA, Belgium, Denmark,
Canada, Latvia, the UK, Lithuania, the Netherlands, Poland, Slovakia, Spain, Turkey
and Germany.

Stabs Tsteno ari citus
nacionalos un kolektivas aizsardzibas uzdevumus, lai palielinatu iesaistito valstu
savstarpéjo savietojamibu un spéju kopigi veikt aizsardzibas uzdevumus saskana ar
Ziemelatlantijas ligumu.

Latvija daudznacionalaja divizijas Staba “Ziemeli” 2024. gada ir parstavetas 13 nacijas
— Latvija, Danija, Francija, Kanada, Lielbritanija, Lietuva, Igaunija, Italija, Polija, Spanija,
Slovénija, Vacija un Zviedrija.

Headquarters Multinational Division North was established in 2019 and is located at
Camp Adazi. Its mission is to support defence of the Baltic countries and strengthen
NATO's collective deterrence and defence posture. Headquarters Multinational
Division North is efficient, combat-ready command unit that provides coordinated
command and control over the Baltic region.

Headquarters Multinational Division North reached full combat readiness in 2023.
Its situation awareness about regional security, operational planning and command
capabilities, unit command, military training and roll out capacity has been properly
certified. It is also responsible for other national and collective defence initiatives that
contribute to interoperability of participating forces and their ability to jointly implement
defence tasks stipulated in the North Atlantic Treaty.

As of 2024, Headquarters Multinational Division North consists of 13 NATO member
states: Latvia, Denmark, France, Canada, the UK, Lithuania, Estonia, Italy, Poland,
Spain, Slovenia, Germany and Sweden.

JOINT MILITARY TRAINING
AND EXERCISE IN LATVIA

Military training activities hosted by Latvia are geared towards strengthening of
Latvia's national defence and collective security of NATO. They demonstrate combat
readiness of allied nations and strengthen NATQO's collective defence capabilities,
while also promoting Alliance's deterrence posture.

Annual large-scale national defence training “Namejs” is organised by National Armed
Forces of Latvia to test and improve Latvia's national collective defence plans. Allied
forces, NATO enhance Forward Presence Battle Group Latvia, which is integrated into
Mechanised Infantry Brigade of Latvian Land Forces, NATO Force Integration Unit and
Canadian Armed Forces Forward Command Element Latvia also take part in “Namejs”
exercise. “Namejs” demonstrates interoperability and compatibility of allied armed
force units and aims to further integrate allied units and command elements in the
context of joint tasks. “Namejs” seeks to develop command and control procedures,
operational integration of air, land and sea components, civil and military cooperation,
logistics and other areas.

Crystal Arrow, Silver Arrow, Summer Shield and Winter Shield are regular joint military
exercise organised by Mechanised Infantry Brigade of Latvian Land Forces and NATO
enhance Forward Presence Battle Group Latvia.

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JOINT MILITARY TRAINING
AND EXERCISE IN LATVIA

Solar Eclipse is the biggest military exercise for units and specialists of Land Forces
Mechanized Infantry Brigade, National Guard, Air Force, Logistics Command and
Military Police of Latvia, as well as allied force units from USA, Canada, Slovakia,
Estonia, Poland and Spain, including NATO enhanced Forward Presence Battle Group
Latvia. Solar Eclipse is designed to test and develop the capability of units to implement
joint planning and command of military operations - units train how to coordinate and
integrate air and land operations, tactical tasks, indirect fire support integration at unit
level. It also tests HIMARS (High Mobility Rocket Artillery System) platform planning
and combat deployment operations.

By participating in military exercises, troops polish their combat skills and capabilities.
Training contributes to interoperability and compatibility of armed force units and allied
forces, demonstrating capabilities of Latvia and allied nations, as well as ability to
efficiently address security threats of all types and magnitude.

JOINT MILITARY TRAINING
AND EXERCISE OUTSIDE
LATVIA

Cooperation between National Armed Forces and Michigan National Guard started
more than 30 years ago. Latvian soldiers regularly take part in Northern Strike military
training that takes place in the State of Michigan, USA. The purpose of this training is
to test combat capabilities of National Armed Forces in multinational environment.

Baltops military training is the largest exercise in the Baltic Sea Region. Almost 20
NATO member states and partner countries take part in this training. Aim of Baltops
is to demonstrate the interoperability and operational integration of various types of
forces and weapons systems. During Baltops, troops test their readiness to engage in
collective defence of the Baltic region, thus contributing to stronger regional security
and deterrence.

Steadfast Jupiter is the largest command and control training of NATO. National Armed
Force personnel regularly participates in these series of multinational training of NATO
command and control structure.

In 2024 NATO's international military training series Steadfast Defender 2024 will
focus on deterrence against Russian aggression. It is the largest NATO undertaking
since Cold War. Steadfast Defender 2024 kicked off in January of 2024 and will continue
until the end of May. Training will be attended by roughly 90,000 troops from all allied
nations. Steadfast Defender 2024 consists of series of smaller training activities,
spanning from North America to NATO's Eastern Flank. Training seeks to improve
command and control procedures, coordination, interoperability and compatibility,
while also testing the implementation of regional defence plans.

Latvian soldiers also take part in other NATO training activities conducted on various
levels. Joint military training of NATO is designed to show Alliance's combat readiness,
strengthen collective defence capabilities and deterrence posture.

Security policy aligned with NATO standards and focused on national defence sector
development facilitates successful international cooperation and growth. It also
attracts local companies to development and maintenance of National Armed Forces’
capabilities.

Latvian companies are eligible to take part in procurements announced by NATO
Support and Procurement Agency and NATO Communications and Information Agency.
Moreover, Ministry of Defence closely cooperates with NATQO's Science and Technology
Organisation, thus promoting national research potential, knowledge and experience
transfer, as well as development of competitive technologies for military industry and
manufacturing.

Latvia has also joined two NATO initiatives - NATO Innovation Fund and NATO Defence
Innovation Accelerator for the North Atlantic. These initiatives are intended to guarantee
NATQO's technological edge. NATO Innovation Fund will make direct investments into
startups as well as indirect investments into deep tech funds to develop dual use
emerging and disruptive technologies. NATO Defence Innovation Accelerator for the
North Atlantic supports deep tech startups that work with technologies in one of dual
use emerging and disruptive technology fields.

National Armed Forces have to be ready to not only participate in international
operations but also host nation duties. To accommodate NATO forces in Latvia,
National Armed Forces continuously develops its host nation support framework.
Allied nations deploying their troops to Latvia benefit from continuously developing
capabilities and infrastructure of Latvian army.

NATO Security Investment Programme continues to invest into key infrastructure
development projects at Air Force Base in Lielvarde, Adazi Military Base and other
locations across Latvia. Once completed, the infrastructure of National Armed Forces
will significantly improve training possibilities of Latvian and allied forces, as well as
boosting host nation support provided by Latvia.

One of the flagship projects is Selonian Training Area. Its construction is one of the
main defence sector priorities for upcoming years. Selonian Training Area will become
the biggest training infrastructure in the Baltics. Cooperation between Latvia and its
NATO allies, together with joint capabilities, is a strong safeguard of Latvia's security
and defence.
